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Why Area-Based Aquaculture Management?

October 2018 - DFO Minister Wilkinson announced Canada will adopt an area-based approach to
aguaculture

December 2018 - DFO Minister Wilkinson announced Canada will work with provinces/territories,
industry, Indigenous partners, environmental groups, and others to ensure a sustainable path forward
for aquaculture

June 2019 - The Indigenous and Multi-stakeholder Advisory Body and 3 technical working groups
established: oneis focused on Area-Based Management

June 2020 - The Area-Based ManagementTechnical Working Group (ABAM TWG) tabled draft
framework for the adoption of ABAM in BC

Budget 2021 - $3M announced over2021-2023

Recommendations from a multi-stakeholder and Indigenous working group:

Enhance Federal/ Provincial / Indigenous coordination and collaboration
Ensure planning and management of areas is responsive to objectives
Consider connectivity and cumulative impacts to better understand risks
Support environmental protection and industry growth

Establish objectives and measure performance to better reflect interests of Indigenous groups,
industry, and stakeholders

Increase incorporation of Indigenous Knowledge and improve communication with Indigenous
communities regarding planning, management, and performance of aquaculture facilities
